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Nuclear Industry Leadership

Nuclear energy is a powerful, competitive source of
electricity. Nuclear’s reliable electricity output, zero
emissions of greenhouse gases and enhanced efficiency
and safety are all part of its vibrancy. Electricity
generation by nuclear power has lower production costs
than any fossil fuel source of electricity, and U.S. nuclear
plants are setting new records for electricity output.

Nuclear power is the third largest source of electricity
generation in the United States and accounts for
one-fifth of America’s electricity production. There are
104 nuclear reactors operating in the United States, and
approximately 440 worldwide. Almost 50 new reactors are
under construction in 13 countries, and many more are
slated to be built in China and India. USEC’s enriched
uranium is essential for fueling most types of nuclear
power reactors.

Over the past two years, USEC supplied 28% of the
world’s enriched uranium needs, fueling more than 150
reactors on three continents. In the United States, USEC
had greater than 50% market share. USEC’s revenues are
derived from sales of the SWU component of LEU and
natural uranium to utilities worldwide, U.S. government
contracts, and used nuclear fuel services through its

subsidiary NAC.
